Purpose: 

 

To provide financial assistance to offset college expenses. Funds awarded may be used to defray 

the expense of college in addition to tuition. 

 

Identify Leadership: 

 

Through the application form and essay, students will provide a history of their leadership, 

community service, and volunteer activities for the past four years. 

 

Goal: 

 

$300.00 will be given to each of 2 applicants yearly. It is the intent of the scholarship committee 

that the awards will be given to a male and female when applicable. If the applicants that meet 

the criteria for any given year are of the same sex, the awards will be given to two recipients of the 

same gender. It is the intent of the scholarship committee that the amount of six hundred dollars 

be delegated yearly and not returned to the treasury due to lack of applicants of a particular 

gender. 

 

Procedure for contact: 

 

Application Packets will be sent to all high schools in the Arlington I. S.D. to be forwarded to 

the Guidance Counselors, of each high school campus. Students interested in applying for the Bill 

and Margie Bryant/PTA Scholarship may contact their counselor on their home campus. 

 

Deadline: 

 

For Sending Application Packets to high schools February 1, 2012 

For Receiving Application Packets from students- April 10, 2012 

For Notifying students of acceptance — one week prior to last PTA meeting at Bryant Elementary 

For giving scholarships to recipients — last Bryant PTA meeting, May 2012 

 

Criteria: 

 

Recipients must be a Bryant graduate, who exemplifies the qualities of leadership and excellence 

through academics, community service, and volunteering. Recipients must have attended 

Bryant for the entire academic school year of sixth grade and graduated from Bryant Elementary.
