The Arlington I1SD will:

1. Provide support to assist Title | campuses in pla_nping _and '
implementing effective parental involvement activities including:

a. Having a district-level Family Involvement Specialist to
coordinate and support the Family Involvement program
at each Title | campus

b. Having a Family School Representative at each Title 1
Campus to plan and implement Family Involvement
events

c. Having a Family Involvement Team (made up of
teachers, administrators, parents and the Family School
Representative) as a sub-committee of each campus’s
Site-Based Decision Making (SBDM) Committee to
review and make recommendations regarding campus-
level family involvement activities

2. Provide professional development for Title | teachers and staff in
how to reach out to, communicate with and work with parents as
equal partners

3. Monitor information (attendance demographics, meeting types,
meeting times, etc.) on Family Involvement events gt each
campus to help ensure that barriers to effective family
involvement are eliminated

4. Ensure that teachers communicate regularly with parents about
their child’s progress by:

a. Providing parent-teachers conferences
i. Annually at elementary level
ii. As needed at the secondary level
b. Sending frequent student progress reports to
parents
c. Making phone calls
d. Providing class newsletters, etc.

5. Ensure that each Title | Campus provides
appropriate parent notification in these areas:

a. Parents have the right to request
Highly Qualified and certification
information for their child’s teacher

b. Notice that their child is being taught by a non-Highly
Qualified teacher for four consecutive weeks or longer

c. Identifying their child’s participation in intervention
programs (tutoring, etc.)

6. Ensure that each of its Title | campuses conducts an Annual Title |
meeting to explain NCLB requirements and thq campus’
implemented program and how this program will benefit the
students at that campus.

Maintain a Family Involvement website to advertise upcoming
meetings and to coordinate with parents from other programs

Provide opportunities for parents to increase their own
understanding of:
