2. Member input was requested for the three improvements items for 2010 SDFSC:
· Improving Parent/Community Engagement

ii. Make sure school websites have a link available to the AISD SDFSC site

iii. Provide drug education outreach to corporations/corporate workers

iv. Public service announcements via cable and internal television media

v. Engage video and photography classes in high schools in projects
vi. Inclusion a district resource guide for parents of what specific services are offered

· Develop/improving AISD interdepartmental communication

i. Produce a “Student Services” departmental list of names, programs, and numbers – keep current!

ii. Annual or bi-annual meetings among departments

iii. Link to each other’s websites

iv. Have a “Student Services” flowchart (AISD Citizen’s Advisory Committee has requested similar information.)

v.  Program information should be available in the AISD Code of Conduct booklet
· Decrease recidivism rates to AEPs

i. Teacher mentors at the home schools

ii. Weekly counselor follow-up at home schools

iii. District wide database made available for tracking discipline

iv. Coordinate with transition specialists

v. Evaluate each student individually concerning their needs on returning to home school

vi. Make mental health referrals if needed

vii. Hall Monitor/Parent Mentor program in home schools

3. The 2010 Texas School Survey will be conducted in AISD in April or May.  A summary of recent national survey from Monitoring the Future was distributed, indicating national trends of decreased teenage use of tobacco and alcohol, but increased use in marijuana.
