2.  The 2009-2010 SDFSC budget was discussed; $248,788. Pollan reviewed  the programs receiving support by this budget this year:
· District Intervention Program support

· Discovery Health Connections – school licensures for counselors and teachers
· “Actuality” program at to begin at Bowie, Lamar, and Martin High Schools.  Continuing in third year at Seguin High School. 
· Parent Education – one workshop held October 29 at Lamar High School, 130 attended
· PALS Conference and training
· Staff positions:  partial SDFSC director, secretary, intervention specialist for AEPs.
3.  Pollan discussed the 2010 Department Improvement Plans for SDFSC:
· Improve parent and community engagement regarding substance abuse information, procedural issues, parent outreach programs by the addition of Spanish translations to documents…

· Contribute to the exploration of possible formalized inter-departmental communication among District support departments whose mandate is to assist various non-classroom at-risk students and their parents…

· Establish a formalized system for transitioning, successfully, students returning to home campus studies after an Alternative Education Placement for substance abuse offenses, in order to decrease recidivism…
4.  Pollan announced the 2010 Texas Safe Schools and Healthy Students Summit          will be February 24-26, 2010 in San Antonio.
