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Welcome Fall and cooler weather!!!  So itõs 
time to double - or triple -check your childõs 
sweaters, jackets, coats, hats, gloves, 
lunchboxes, backpacks.  Does EVERYTHING 
have a name in it?  We want to help your 
child find their lost or forgotten proper ty, but 
itõs very difficult without any identification. 
Please remember t hat you can also check the 
lost and found periodically (located by the 
cafeteria, outside the north wall of the stage).  
 
We are nearly as busy as the squirrels 
outside. Weõre learning about sequencing 
and how to begin a sentence with a capital 

and end it with a period as we read and 
write. In math weõre working on the idea of 
joining sets (part, part, whole OR addend + 
addend = sum, addend + ? = sum, OR 
addition). We are also focusing on geometry 
and fractional parts ð exploring lots of basic 
shapes and combining those into new 
shapes, and 1  out of 2, 2 out of 3, 4 out of 6, 
and so on as an introduction to fractions.  
PLEASE spend some time with your child 
playing board games . This help s develop 
number sense better than any òdrilló or 
worksheet or computer program.  If you 
donõt have a Sorry or Trouble or Parcheesi or 
even Monopoly game, please budget for one 
(or start a Santa wish list). Even games like 
checkers teach problem -solving an d strategy, 
BINGO teaches number recognition, 
dominoes teaches counting, strategy and 
counting by fives, and the time spent with 
your child and family is absolutely priceless!  
 

We continue to assess first graders in 
reading (DRA) and math (DMA), and all th ese 
results will be shared with you at the 
individual  parent -teacher conference in late 
October or early November.  Each teacher 
will have one day to have a substitute in the 
classroom so she can meet with parents all 
day long. Obviously, we canõt do 22 
conferences in one day though so there will 
also be some conferences held during our 
conference time (10:05 -10:55 am).  We will 
be sending home notes giving more details 
shortly.  
 

We will also be starting a reading incentive 
program this month sponsored by P izza Hut 
(details will come home soon) and begin 
sending home Take -Home readers from our 
own classrooms. Please remember to also 
count/record ANY book your child reads on 
the cumulative Reading Book List that we 
sent home at the beginning of school.

Steps to Avoid Becoming a Bully Target  

 

Feeling like youõre a target of a bully is never fun, and it can make a child feel pretty helpless sometimes.  

Stop Bullying Now!, a web site dedicated to bullying awareness, prevention, and intervention, makes the 

following suggestions for children who may be the target of a bully.  

 

1. Tell an adult.   Go to an adult you trust and share whatõs happening.  Bring a friend along if you 

need extra support.  Be specific when you share the information.  Most adults will try their best to 

help. 

2. Stay in a group.  Kids who bully will often target the person who is by himself for a couple of 

reasons.   It is easier to go after one pe rson than a group, and the bully is less likely to be caught.   

3. If it feels safe, stand up to the bully.   Often the person who is bullying will continue to bully if 

they donõt think you are going to do anything about it.  It is not okay to fight back or bully back.  It 

is okay to tell them to stop.  Keep it brief and sound like you mean it.  Having a friend with you at 

the time can also help when you are ready to speak your mind.   

4. If you are being bullied online, do not reply.  Report what is happening to a trusted adult.  If 

possible, block further communication with the person who is bullying online.  Save or print any 

threatening correspondence the bully has sent.  

5. Join activities and clubs.  Joining activities outside of school will keep you busy and giv e you a 

chance to meet other potential friends that have similar interests.
