Everyone seems to be getting into the swing of
homework for “making words"” (on Monday night)
and math (Tuesday-Thursday nights). The kids
have been very excited about it, and returning it
to school in the Take-Home folder daily helps
establish a routine for school and teaches
responsibility. Don't forget to sign the folder
every night and take out all the completed
papers from that day. Please have fun with
homework: no more than 10 minutes a night for
math, 10 minutes for "making words" and 10
minutes for them fo read to you. It might help
to get that folder ready to go the night before
("on the floor by the door the night before").

We are working hard to individually assess your

child during the next few weeks so we can move
them along the continuum of learning to read and
write fluently. Part of that assessment will
include use of the DRA2 (Developmental Reading
Assessment) and the DMA (Developmental Math
Assessment), and these results will be shared
with you at our individual parent conferences in
October/November. Our ‘“report card" is a
developmental checklist showing where your
child is on that continuum of learning. Just like
in Kindergarten, it will come home every 12
weeks. Progress notes will be sent home at the
end of the other six weeks periods. But of
course, the best way to know how your child is
doing is to check their work daily as it comes
home in the Take-Home folder.

Again, welcome to first grade. Our conference
period is 10:05-10:55, and you can call the office
(682-867-3100) to schedule a conference if you
have concerns that cannot wait until October or
can't be addressed on the Take-Home folder
communications page. Our goal is for your child
to be successful!

P.S. Please remember to check when your child
has PE so they can wear "safe"” shoes (with toes,
typically tennis shoes). Little girls also need to
wear shorts under their cute little dresses.

This is my 16™ year at
Ditto. I want to explain how we take payments to your student's lunch account. You can bring or
send a check with your student (please include the student ID number on the check), cash is
always accepted, and you may pay online with PayPams. I cannot accept credit or debit cards at
school. There is a link o PayPams on the Food and Nutrition Services pages of the AISD website.
You also received information on PayPams in the packet your student brought home the first day
of school.

Please try to keep money in your student's account. As the account gets low, I will tell the student
and stamp his or her hand with a green stamp, either an apple or an "oops” stamp. If your student
has no money in their account, we can offer them a "Courtesy Meal”. This consists of either a cold
cheese sandwich and milk, OR the hot veggie of the day, bread of the day and milk. We prefer not
to give Courtesy Lunches, but we must follow our policies. Please watch for that stamp and ask
your student if they have enough money in their account for lunch. If you set up an account in
PayPams, you can check your student's balance and also have an alert sent to you when the account
is low.
