
Morning Routine at Dunn 
 

Parents,  
If you have entered the front doors of Dunn Elementary this year, 

you may have noticed a few changes.  Our PTA has decorated the school to 
represent this year’s theme: Basic Training is DUNN.  The administration is 
new:  Ms. Burnett, Principal, and Mrs. Dailey, Assistant Principal.  To 
complement our theme, we are also trying to establish some new routines in 
our building; beginning in the cafeteria.   

We noticed too much movement in the mornings, making it very 
difficult to get our students ready to start their day.  Since our primary 
focus is on instruction, we are limiting the amount of movement at breakfast 
time.  Here are the guidelines we are trying to establish: 
 

Breakfast:  
• 3 breakfast tables closest to the stage   
• Students place their backpacks on the floor/chair and sit in the next 

available seat at the breakfast table  
• Teachers will get students in the serving line  
• Students will eat and then read quietly while they wait to be 

dismissed. 
• Breakfast is served from 7:40 – 8:00am. 

*Please make sure your child is here no later than 8:00 am if they wish to 
eat breakfast.  Breakfast is available for $1.00 every morning.  We want our 
students to have enough time to eat and get to class before the tardy bell. 
 

No Breakfast: 
• Third, Fifth, and Sixth grade students enter through North doors 

(near gym) and will sit in the hallways 
• PK and Kinder students enter the front doors and sit on steps in 

cafeteria 
• First, Second, and Fourth grade students also enter front doors and 

sit at grade-level tables in the cafeteria 
• ALL students should have homework or a book to read
