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Overview

Bowie High School is a comprehensive secondary school for students in grades 9-12 located in southeast Arlington with projected enrollment for 09-10 of 3207. Our student
population is diverse, with 82% of students representing minority populations. In 08-09, Bowie's demographics were as follows: Asian 14%; African American 40%; Hispanic
27%; and White 18%. In 08-09, 48% of Bowie students were economically disadvantaged, which is a 10% increase over 07-08.

For 08-09, the school attained the accountability rating of Academically Acceptable. Each six weeks, faculty members, department leaders, and SBDM members reviewed
campus data including course failure/success rates, AVID failure/success rates, advanced academic data, and benchmark testing results. Overall, in 08-09, the campus improved
its six week/semester course passing rates over the last two school years in every subject. In terms of TAKS testing results, we made significant gains in ELA, Science, and Social
Studies. In ELA, our students are performing at the exemplary level in two sub-groups, African American and White; and at the recognized level, 87%, in Hispanic and
Economically Disadvantaged. In Social Studies, all sub-groups are performing at the exemplary level except our Hispanic students who are at the recognized level with 89%. No
sub-group declined in performance in ELA or in Social Studies. Despite significant gains in Science and meeting required improvement for all students, we did not meet the
threshold level for recognized in three sub-groups: African-American, Hispanic, and Economically Disadvantaged. We will ramp up our efforts to boost student achievement in
science in all groups for 09-10. The standard for Academically Acceptable has increased to 55% and the standard for Recognized is 80%.

On the math TAKS test, our students did not lose ground, but the gains they made are nominal or they maintained the percentages of 07-08. Our performance on the math
TAKS test, which did not decline in any sub-group, places us at risk of being rated Unacceptable in Spring 2010 because of increased standards and the impact of our TAKS
Accommodated testing results. The achievement of our African American students and our Economically Disadvantaged students must improve dramatically. We will be
dedicating resources, time, energy, and creativity to improve student achievement in math. We look forward to increased support from the district as we focus on improving
our math TAKS scores.

Our campus met the federal standard of Adequate Yearly Progress, after not meeting it in 07-08. We are very pleased about progress in this area.

An International Baccalaureate World School, Bowie graduated 39 IB Diploma candidates in 08-09. 39 AVID Scholars, who had been involved in AVID either 3 or 4 years,
graduated in 08-09. We did well in our AVID certification assessment, and we are eligible to apply to become a national demonstration school site. We will continue to train our
faculty in AVID instructional strategies and encourage the use of best practices across the campus.

We have a number of resources/special programs available to help us be successful in educating our students. We have several grant programs, including the 21st Century
Grant, the Drop-out Prevention grant, Project SOAR (Latino Mentoring Grant), the African American Male Initiative Grant (from Citi-group, administered through AVID), Vision
20/20 Grant. We also anticipate being able to participate in the Actuality Social Norming program which addresses addictive, unhealthy and/or risky behaviors in students.

The data examined indicate that the campus is in need of improved instruction and student achievement in the area of mathematics and science, especially in three subgroups:
African American, Hispanic, and Economically Disadvantaged. Ninth grade students have more course failures, more discipline placements, and more TAKS failures than grades 10 -
12. The number of criminal offenses on our campus is less than on other district campuses. Improvement has been made in the area of course and semester failure rates in all areas.
However, more improvement is needed in Alg |, Geometry, IPC, and Biclogy. The committee determined that no new goals are needed at this time.
