Dear Family,

Wood Elementary has one of the largest lists of approved volunteers in Arlington ISD. We are so thankful to
have such a supportive community that takes care of and works for our children and school. We appreciate
everything you do. In order to chaperone parties and field trips you must be an approved AISD volunteer.
Some questions have been asked this year about how parents who are not approved volunteers can
participate in their child’s school activities.

- Parents have the right to eat lunch with their child unless we have court documents stating that those
rights have been suspended or terminated. The expectation is that the parent will visit in an appropriate
way and not impress his/her views on other children or attempt to discipline children. If there is an issue
during lunch with other children, please let the office know and we will take care of the situation.
Parents who are not approved volunteers may attend parties and travel to field trip locations, but they
are only allowed to be with their own child. If other children come to them, the parent must immediately
direct the children back to those adults who are approved volunteers and chaperones.

Parents and family members are always invited and welcomed to our concerts, performances, and
other special events (Carnival, field days, classroom plays, etc.).
All visitors to our building during school hours are required to sign in and put on a badge. Those who are
approved volunteers may wear the badge that PTA has made for them. If you have any questions concerning
this information, please contact the school office.

We are in the middle of Red Ribbon Week. Our goal is to teach and encourage all our children to stay
drug free. Friday is the culmination of the week with our annual Fall Festival Parade for our
kindergarten through third grade students.
